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We are very proud of our Activemark award. It was awarded to our school in recognition of our commitment to promoting the benefits of physical activity and school sport.

We have successfully established ‘Wake and Shake’ sessions, where the whole school exercises together for 10 minutes every morning.

These sessions are led by a team of very enthusiastic and talented Wake and Shake Leaders.

All our pupils participate in at least two hours of high quality P.E every week. Each Year Group has the opportunity to work with at least one qualified coach each year. We ensure that our pupils experience a variety of different sports. Lessons always involve a warm up session, skill based activity and a cool down. Our children are aware of the benefits of regular exercise and thoroughly enjoy their physical activities.
We enter our children in sports competitions against other schools in the area. We have important links with John Smeaton Community High School and the Boston Spa Partnership.

These links are hugely beneficial in securing contacts with coaches, local sports clubs and the community.
We run two successful and well attended sports clubs for Key Stage 1 and 2.
