Manston Primary School is an Inclusive school and has been accredited with the Inclusion Chartermark since 2002. Inclusion is about equal opportunities for all pupils, whatever their age, gender, ethnicity, ability, attainment and background. Education Leeds’ vision is that ‘’all young people will be happy, be healthy, enjoy and achieve, be part of a an inclusive community which works cohesively; attend the same school as their friends and neighbours, feel completely safe in school, have an understanding of the contribution which pupils of all backgrounds make to their lives. Their parents will feel welcome in school, be part of an inclusive community; and develop their own inclusive thinking through information and support they are given.”
